F. No. Y-18020/3/2019-CAP.—The Ministry of Statistics and Programme Implementation (MoSPI) is
mandated to act as the nodal agency for integrated development of statistical system in the country. The Ministry, as part
of its comprehensive decision making process on various matters, has been constituting several Committees, from time to
time, comprising internal and external domain experts. The constitution of the committees and their terms of reference
were primarily on technical issues and did not cover aspects on how the committee would function while making
recommendations. The Ministry has formulated a Code of Ethics for Members of the various Committees constituted by
MoSPI or by the Organizations, Institutions and bodies etc., funded by it. The Code of Ethics, as given in the Schedule
appended to this notification is being notified to define and to set out certain standards of conduct for the members of the
Committees in order to protect the confidentiality of the data/information acquired by them by virtue of their membership
in such Committees.

SCHEDULE
Code of Professional Ethics for Members of Committees
L. Introduction

1. The Ministry of Statistics and Programme Implementation (MoSPI) regularly brings out macro-economic
aggregates and indicators. The statistical processes involved in producing such estimates are open, transparent and in line
with the best international practices and standards. The processes and estimates are evolved after detailed deliberations in
various technical committees. Various efforts are being made for statistical process reforms through more contemporary
methods and innovative solutions. Efforts have also been made to increase the sample size and use of high frequency data
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released by various agencies. These initiatives facilitate a better understanding and assessment of the progress of the
economy and the society.

2. In this direction, the Ministry has been constituting Committees, Sub-Committees, Sub-groups, Task Force,
Working Groups etc for examining and recommending improvements in the methodology and the quality of various
statistical products. These Committees involve external domain experts/ statisticians for making the activities of the
official statistical system more comprehensive and in the interest of public at large. During the deliberations, the
members of the Committees are required to deliberate on unpublished data, draft methodologies and other information
for effective functioning of the committees. In order to ensure confidentiality of the shared data, information and internal
decisions/deliberations of the Committee and to avoid potential conflict of interest, it is desirable to put in place a Code
of Professional Ethics for the members of Committees as detailed in the following paragraphs.

1I. Applicability of the Code —

3. For the purpose of this Code, the term “Committee” shall include all Committees or Sub-Committees or Sub-
groups or Task Force or Working Group or any such entities constituted by MoSPI and the organizations or institutions
or bodies funded by MoSPI. The Code shall be applicable to all “Members” of the Committees, including the
Chairperson or Co-chairperson. The terms and conditions of the appointment as a member of a Committee may, inter-
alia include the acceptance of the Code of Professional Ethics by the Members.

111, Responsibilities and obligations of Members
(A) General Obligations of the Members during their term in the Committee —
4. During their term on the Committee, the Members shall —

(a) Carry out their functions with integrity, independence, good faith and shall act within the mandate of the
Committee;

(b) Participate in the deliberations of the Committee and contribute to the resolution of the issues in consonance
with the objectives of the Committee;

(c) Make every reasonable effort to avoid real or perceived conflict of interest;

(d) In case any perceived or real conflict emerges during the deliberations of the Committee, it will be
immediately brought to the notice of the Chairperson of the Committee and the Ministry, in writing. The
members are expected to self-declare such conflict of interest as they become aware of it and recuse themselves
from continuing as members of the Committee till the matter is examined and decided on;

(e) Respect and maintain the confidentiality of the information, data and deliberations of the Committee;

(f) As decisions taken by the Committee are done in a collaborative and collective manner, members are
required to not indulge in any kind of criticism about the work of the Committee/ Organization or its members
through print or electronic media.

B) Specific Obligations of Members during the term of the Committee
5. Without limiting the generality of any of the foregoing, the Members during the term of the committee shall —

(a) not publish any information or data or part of the deliberations available to them by virtue of their
membership of the Committee, in any media platforms including, but not limited to, print or TV or electronic or
online or social media;

(b) not use, for their personal benefit or advantage, or for the benefit or advantage of any other person, including
family member or organization, any information or data acquired in their capacity as Members during the term
of the Committee that is not otherwise generally available to the public.

©) Obligations after leaving the Committee
6. The Members shall —

(a) respect and maintain the confidentiality of information or data shared with them during the term of the
Committee as well as the confidentiality of the deliberations in which they participated unless such information
or data is otherwise generally available in the public domain through official releases;

(b) shall not use, for their personal benefit or advantage, or for the benefit or advantage of or any other person,
including family member, organization, any information or data acquired Membership of the Committee that is
not otherwise generally available to the public through official releases.
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Iv. Other Conditions
1. The provisions of the CCS (Conduct) Rules, 1964 and the CCS (CCA) Rules, 1965, shall apply for the
members, as appropriate.

8. The Chairperson of the Committee is expected to lay down the norms for a quorum for the Committee and its
Sub-Committees, in cases where it has not been specified in the Terms of Reference, for taking key decisions and making
recommendations.
