Monthly summary in_respect of Ministry of Statistics & Programme

Implementation for the month of November, 2024

1 The Ministry has revised the release time for the Consumer Price Index (CPI) and Index
of Industrial Production (IIP) from 5:30 PM to 4:00 PM on 12 of every month (the next
working day if the 12 falls on a holiday of CPI) and Previous working day if 12™ falls on a
holiday in case of IIP) to provide more time on the day of release to access CPI & 1IP data. The
Ministry has also revised the release time for the GDP estimates from 5.30 PM to 4.00 PM.

2, The Ministry released Price Movement of Sub-Groups/Groups of Consumer Price

Index (CPI) on Base 2012=100 for All India Rural, Urban, Combined for the month of
November, 2024 (Provisional) and for the month of October, 2024 (Final) on 12th December,
2024. The General CPI for the month of November,2024 (Provisional) for Rural, Urban and
Combined sector were 199.4, 193.1 and 196.5 showing an annual inflation rate of 5.95%,
4.83%, 5.48% respectively. The corresponding inflation rates (Final) for Rural, Urban and
Combined sector for the month of October,2024 were 6.68%, 5.62% and 6.21% respectively.
All-India Consumer Food Price Index (CFPI) for the month of November, 2024 (Provisional)
for Rural, Urban and Combined sector were 207.4, 214.0 and 209.8 respectively. All India
year-on-year inflation rates for CFPI for the month of November, 2024 (Provisional) for Rural,
Urban and Combined sector were 9.10%, 8.74% and 9.04% respectively. The corresponding

inflation rates (Final) for Rural, Urban and Combined sector for the month of October, 2024
were 10.69%, 11.09% and 10.87% respectively.

3. The All-India Index of Industrial Production (IIP) for the month of October,

2024 (Quick Estimates) with the base year 2011-12 was released on 12" December, 2024 and
it stood at 149.9.

4. The Ministry, being the nodal agency for planning an integrated development of the
statistical system in the country, coordinates the statistical work in respect of the Central
Ministries/Departments and State/UT Governments. With this mandate and in order to
strengthen the statistical coordination between MoSPl and State Governments/UT

Administration, this Ministry organized a meeting of State Secretaries (Planning & Statistics)
on 14" November, 2024.

5 The Ministry organized a brainstorming session on 20t November, 2024 to seek views
and guidance of the experts, economists, academicians, users, State and Central Government
officers on the treatment of free food grain distribution in CPI compilation methodology.

6. In the endeavor to enhance the user experience and engagement on MoSPI website,
various new sections like User Feedback, Blogs, and ‘Suggest a Visualization’ have been
developed as a way to interact with visitors and make it more user centric.

8. As per the latest Review Report on the Performance of the Infrastructure Sectors, the
positive growth rate has been observed in April-October FY 24-25 over corresponding month
of FY 23-24 across pertinent parameters viz. [Power] Power Generation (+5.44%), [Coal]
Coal including lignite Production (16.39%), [Steel] Production of Finished Steel (+4.65%),
[Cement] Cement Production (+1.85%), [Petroleum and Natural Gas] Crude Oil Processed
(+2.12%) & Natural Gas Production (+1.07%), [Railways] Passenger Traffic handled
(+5.58%) & Revenue earning Freight Traffic (+2.22%), [Shipping] Total Cargo handled at
Major Ports (+3.75%) & [Civil Aviation] International Passenger traffic handled (+11.94%) &
Domestic Passenger traffic handled (+6.86%), [Civil Aviation] Export Cargo handled at
Airports (+19.84%) & Import Cargo handled at Airports (+19.91%), and [Civil Aviation]
Aircraft movements (+8.29%). However, negative growth has been observed across a few
parameters viz. [Fertilizers] Nitrogen, Phosphate and Urea Production (-0.5%), [Petroleum &
Natural Gas] Crude Oil Production (-2.46%), [Roads] Up gradation of Highways by NHAI (-
0.30%), Up gradation of Highways by State PWD & Border Road Organization (BRO) (-
17.22%), [Railways] Gauge, Doubling & New Line (-3.3%), [Shipping] Coal handled at
Major Ports (-0.04%), and /Telecom] Towers including Base Transceiver Stations (-88.24%)).
