CHAPTER ONE
Introduction

1.1 Since the nineteenth round (1964-65) of NSS, houschold surveys covering the different
socio-economic aspects of the household have been carried out with an integrated approach. As aresult
information on consumer expenditure, household enterprise, demographic particulars and cmployment
and unemployment which had previously been collected independently has been integratedinto a com-
mon schedule of enquiry (Schedule 16, schedule 17). In 20th round asin 19th ,information was col-
lected in a fairly detailed manmer in Schedule 16, while for the purpose of Schedule 17, the details were
largely cut down. As has been mentioned in report No. 189 N SS 19th round the necessity of intro-
ducing the abridged schedule 17 was mainly to reduce respondent fatigue and work load inherent in cop-
vassing the integrated schedule , and at the same time (o ensure availability of broad items of information
with reasonable accuracy. The results presented in this report have been generated from the Central
sample data collected through schedule 17 convassed during the twentieth round.

1.2 The geographical coverage included both rural and urban sectors of Indian Union excepting
the following regions : Andaman and Nicobar Islands, Laccadive, Minicoy and Admindiv Islands, Ladakh
district of Jammu & Kashmir, NEFA, Mao Ukral and Tamenlog sub-division of Manipur, Lunglah
sub-division of Mizo (Lushai) hills of Assam.

1.3 The survey started in July 1965 and continued upto June 1966. The survey period of one
year was split into six sub-rounds of two months each.

1.4 It was planned to survey altogether 8448 villages and 4572 blocks in four independent znd
interpenetrating samples, each of which could provide estimates of the characteristic: . Sample house-
holds covered in rural and urban sectors respectively were 7311 and 411, The details ofsampling design
and estimation procedure have been presented in Appendix II.

1.5 The estimates in all tables have been given by a pair of independent and interpenetrating
nct-work of samples and also by combined sample. The usual technique of interpenetrating net-work of
samples (IPNS) had been employed both at data collection and tabulation stages. Sub-sample 1 (party
one) was formed by combiningsub-samples | and 3 estimates and sub-sample 2 (party two) was formed by
combing sub-samples 2 and 4.

1.6 Estimates are given for rural and urban sectors separately for all the socio-economic aspecty
covered inthereport. Foritems of consumer expenditure ,in addition, estimates for four bigcitics namely,
Bombay, Calcutta, Delhi and Madras are also provided. The urban sector covers the city sector zlso,

1.7 The field work of central sample was undertaken by the Directorate of National Sample
Survey in all states and Union Territories covered under the survey except in West Bengal and Bombay
city where the collection of data was done by the field staff of the Indian Statistical Institute.

1.8 Allstates except West Bengal participated with the National Sample Survey (Central) on 5
fullmatching basis (i.e, the samplesizesfor central andstate beingequal) thesample design, concept: le'i
definitions followed in the state sample being the same as those of centrul sample. This provided an inter-
penetrating net-work of sub-samples (IPNS) between the two agencies-central and state (in addition to
IPNS within an agency).

The draft report %no. 201) was submitted by the Indian Statistical Institute, Galcutta to the Government of Indéa_in_‘;w
month of June 1971.

1.9 A brief summary of the results is given in Chapter Two. Three appendices are attached
to the report. The fiest of the two (Appendix I) gives statistical tables both for (a) all India and (b)
Jammu and Kashmir state with the explanatory note and the second one (Appendix 11) briefly describes
the outline of the design of the survey and estimation procedure adopted.  Appendix 111 gives the facsi-
mile of the schedule of enquiry.

Concepts and definition
1.10 Some of the important concepts and definitions are given below :

1.11  Household.—A nousenold was considered to be a group of persons usually Hving together and
taking principal meals from a common kitchen. A boarding house, a hotel or a hostel was treated as a
cluster of households wnere each individual boarder (with his dependents or guests, if any) formed a sepa-
rate-household. Housenolds maintained and fed directly by government such as those in prisons, police
quarters, cantonment, hospitals, asylums and relief camps were, nowever, excluded from the scope of
consumer expenditure enquiry of National Sample Survey.

1.12  Household consumer expendiéure.— Consumer expenditure comprised all expenditure in-
curred by the housenold during the reference period (30 days preceding the date of survey) exclusively
towards nonproductive purposes. Thus, all expenses towards enterprise activities of the housenolds
were excluded. While consumption by the pet animals of the nousenold was included in the consumer-
expenditure.  Consumption by livestock of tne household was excluded as it formed a part of the enter-
prise expenses of the household.  The concept of consumption was ot uniform for allitemsin the schedule.
For items belonging to the category of food, intoxicant and fuel and lignt, consumption implied actual
amount consumed (irrespective of the amount purchased in cash or kind) during the reference period.
For clothing items consumption implied maiden usc only that is, use for the first time during reterence
period.  Sofar as the items ol block 7 (and Srl. No. 1—16 of block 8) were concerned consumption out
oftransfer receiptin kind like receipt of loans, gifts charities, free collections etc. was included in the house-
hold consumption, while transfer payments in kind (like loansfadvanced or repaid), gifts, charities etc,
were excluded from the scope of household consumption. Consumption of goods purchased 'in each
was evaluated ai the actual purchase price, that of goods produced by the household, at the ex-farm or
ex-factory price and tnat of goods received by barter exchange or by transfer receipts, at the average retail
price prevailing in tne locality of the sample houschold during the reference period. In case of items
like miscellancous goods and services and durable goods there was no scparate concept of purchase or
consumption. The actual expenditure incurred (iu cash or in kind) on item of consumption during the
reference period towards its purchase, construction, maintenance, repair or use for non-productive pur-
poses was coasidered to be the consumer cxpendituru_cm that 1term. l-;xpcn.dnurt' towards repair and
maintainance ofresidential houses was howeveriancluded in housenold consumntion Second-hand purchases
were excluded from the scope ol cutvent expenditure.

1.13  Cash purchase.—Cash puichase included purchases made during 30 days preceding the date
of survey and only such purchases as were made for non-productive purposes were considered. That is,
purchascs for housenold enterprise were completely left out.  If purcnases were made both for produc-
vive and non-productive purposes, the part ascribable only to non-productive purposes was taken. Barter

purchases were ignored.

1.14  Credit purchase— Credit purchases were also included. If the payment was not made during
the reference peciod, only the quantity of goods purchased and tne corresponding price were recorded.
On the other hand, if the payment was made towards the credit purchases made earlier than the prescribed
reference period and the payment was cffected during the reference period, then the value of such credit
purchase was accounted for nousenold consumption. 3

1.15  Gonsumption oul of home-grown stock.— The commodities which the houschold consumed for
domestic purpose during the reference period out of stock produced by itself was covered under the item.
If a household staying in urban area mighth have brought home-produced commodity from its ‘village
home’ and consumed itsuch consumption was also treated as consumption from homegrown stock. It was
evlauated at ex-farm peice vate. Total domestic onsumption cousisied ol consumption vt of (1) o cuciamy

1.16  Enterprise household.~-1f a household as defined earlier, singly or jointly in co-operation with
other households was engaged in one or more sectors of enterprise or economic activity viz., agriculture,
mining, manufacturing, construction, trade, transport and profession, on any day during the last 30 days
preceding the date of enquiry, then the household was regarded as an enterprise household. Full account
of the household’s economic activity was taken irrespective of whether the enterprise was registered under
Factories Act or whether a trading enterprise was registered under Sales Tax Act or whether the houusehold

had mechanised transport enterprise.
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1.17 Number of persons engaged —The persons self-employed in the enterprise and the hired persons
engaged by the household in the enterprise were considered as engaged in household enterprise. For
persons engaged in more than one enterprise, the criterion of major part of working time spent in the
enterprise was considered.

1.18  Amount paid te hired persons.~The labour charges paid to hired persons in cash or kind inclu-
ded payments of all hire charges paid during the reference period. It might have related to hire charges
for periods prior to the reference period also. Perquisites were included as labour charges as payment in
kind. The value of payments, in kind, was imputed at ex-farm or ex-factory prices when the commodity
was produced by paying household and in other cases imputation was made at retail prices.

1.19 Value produced.—1It covered the value of products from manufacture, agriculture, mining,
animal husbandry, transport services and services of professional men produced during reference period
of 30 days preceding the date of survey. The production from agricultural sector by the growing house-
hold of a commodity meant the receipt of the commodity in a marketable condition. In case of manu-
facture it related to goods produced. Payments received for rendering industrial servicing for production
of goods of another household was also regarded as output. For trade it meant the value of merchandise,
purchased during the reference period.

1.20 Value of output sold.-.-It included the value of products sold in cash or kind whether out of
current months’ production or out ofold stock. In case of trading enterprise it covered the total sale pro-
ceeds during the reference period. The ex-farm or ex-factory or ex-establishment sale price of the products
was inclusive of excise duties and sales tax if paid at the point of sale by the sample household.

.21 Value of output otherwise disposed of —This referred to the value of products disposed of in
kind for other purposes e.g. use in household enterprise as raw material or as wages etc., domestic consump-
tion by the household itself. The value was imputed at the ex-farm or ex-factory price.

1.22  Value consumed.—1It covered the value of products from the household enterprise either used
for domestic consumption by the household itself or in the household enterprise as material or as wages to
labour etc. The value of disposal which was made in kind was imputed at ex-farm or ex-factory price

1.23  Value of output disposed as gifts etc.—It covered value of household products made as transfer
payments viz. gifts, charities, loan, etc. to another household. The value of disposal was imputed at ex-
farm or ex-factory prices.

1.24 Value of materials purchaied.—Value of materials like (i) raw materials, (ii) auxiliary raw
materials, (iii) lubricants and fuel, (v) packing materials, (v) other consumable stores for the enter-
prise and  (vi) cattle feed, purchased during the last 30 days preceding the date of enquiry was covered
in it. The houschold might have procured the materials used as raw materials in different ways, viz.
by purchase either in cash or kind, obtained from the home produced stock of the enterprise household,
obtained as loan etc. from another household. Ifthe materials were procured direct from grower or from
producer, the imputation was made at ex-farm or at ex-factory price and in other case imputation was

at retail price.

1.25 Value of materials consumed —It covered the value of the materials consumed separately for
the enterprise account and for the domsetic account purpose. The materials consumed in either account
might have been obtained from current purchase, (i) from old stock, (ii) from the household enter-
prise or (iil) from any other source. In the case of trading enterprise the value of materials consumed
included packing materials, lighting material, electricity and other consumable stores.

1.26 Inventory of livestock.—Some selected items of livestock were covered in respect of (i) the
number possessed by the household on the date of survey. (ii) the imputed value of thelivestock in POSsEs-

sion.

1.27 Other receipts.—The other receips of the househola covered all receipts from allother sources
except those on account of household enterprise as mentioned above. It included payment received by
the household as wages and salaries; loans taken from provident fund account, bank, co-operative credit
society etc., any amount received as gift or charities, any amount received by the household as remittances;
any receipt by the household for sale of a land building etc., any withdrawal made from bank, post offices

etc. A

1.28  Other disbursement.—The other disbursement of the household covered expenditure on land,
building, other equipments, service, purchase, other expenses etc., gifts and remittances etc. It includes
also rent for hiring there items. It excluded the expenditure on houschold consumption items. These
expenditures relate to all enterprises pooled together, either in cash or kind but not covered earlier.

Summary of Results

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2.3 Table (2.3) shows the value of total consumer expenditure per person’ or a period ot 30
days in rural, urban and city sectors. It is found that total consumer expenditure in rural, urban and city
sectors was rupees 26.55, 35.45and 55.50 respectively. For each fractile group the value oftotal expen-
diture in cities was more than the urban areas and in urban areas it was more than the rural areas. The
expenditure increased with the increase of fractile groups.

The striking feature of the table is that value of total consumer expenditure for the bottom 5 per
cent of the population was as low as rupees 8.42, 10.32 and 15.27 for rural, urban and city sectors,
While for the to 5 per cent of population (95—100) the total consumer expenditure was rupees 98.24
156.86 and 218.28 for rural, urban and city sectors respectively.

2.4 Percentage of value of household expenditure on food and non-food for a period of 30 days
per person in rural and urban areas of India and big cities (by fractile groups) is presented in Table
2.4. The table shows that percentage of total consumer expenditure on food was 73, 64 and 56 in rural,
urban and,city sectors respectively while the percentages of non-food expenditure in the corresponding
sectors was 27, 36, 44. Itisimportant to note that in all the sectors percentage of expenditure on food
decreased as one went up the (with the increase of ) fractile groups whereas the percentage of expenditure
on non-food item naturally showed a reverse tendency, .

2.5 Percentage of quantity of rice, wheat and total cereals consumed out of homegrown stock for
different items for rural, urban and city sectorsin given in Table (2.5). Itshowsthatabout 51 per cent of
the total cereals in rural areas was consumed out of homegrown stock while in cities most of the people
depended upon the purchased stack as practically no consumption of foodgrain from homegrown stock was
recorded. In urban areas consumption of cereals out of homegrown stock was about 7 per cent.

2.7 Table (2.7)shows the mandays engaged and hired charges paid per household by enterprise.
It is found that for agriculture and animal husbandry charges in rural areas were much higher than in
the urban areas. While for manufacture, trade and professions these were higher in urban areas in com-
parison to the rural areas. Mandays engaged for all the enterprises taken together were 38 and 20 per
household in rural and urban areas.

2.8 Total value of output produced for all the enterprises was Rs. 87 and Rs. 118 respectively
in rural and urban areas. The value produced for agricultural and animal husbandry was rupees 73

in rural areas and rupees 11 in urban areas. The value produced for manufacture was Rs. 59 in urban
areas and Rs. 9 in rural areas.

Value of materials consumed for all enterprises for rural and urban areas was rupees 30 and 35
respectively.

2.9 Some particular observations which can be made from Jammu & Kashmir state results are
given here very briefly . Percentage value of consumer expenditure on food items in rural and urban
areas of the state was 72 and 70 respectively. Thisis important because she differencein rural and urban
areas on food items is not very significant. The total consumer expenditure per person for a period of 40
days in rural and urban areas was rupees 31.58 and 28.87 respectively.

APPENDIX 1
Explanatory Notes on Tables

Two sets of tables are presented in this report. One set represents the tables relating to rural areas
of India and the second set to the urban areas of India. The estimates, in general are provided by two
independent and interpenetrating samples (indicated by s, ands,) and by the combined sample (indi-
cated by comb.). For convenience of reference, the table numbers have been coded. The left hand most
digit refers to the sector to which the tables belong, thatis, 1 for rural sector, 2 for urban sector and
3 for city sector (big cities : Bombay, Calcutta, Delhi and Madras). The digit following the first point
from left refers to the type of information : 1 for demographic particulars, 2 for consumer expenditure, 3
for enterprise, 4 for live-stock possession, 5 for receipts and disbursements. The third digit from left hand

“refers to the serial number of item or state.

2. Demographic particulars etc.—The tables given in this sector are prepared from the data obtained
from block 4. There are 11 tables. The tables, mainly, relate to percentage distribution of persons by
age-group, sex, marital status, educational standard, working persons, days at work, hours at work, indus-
try and occupation. These percentage distributions are calculated from the estimated totals. The
tables are presented, in most of the cases, for two bases, i.e. (a) row total as 100, (b) column total as 100.
The tables are presented for rural and urban sectors. The second digit from the left hand refers to the
demographic particulars. .

8. Gonsymer expenditure.—There are six types of tables presented in this report on consumer expen-
diture. These are classified as follows :

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SAMPLING DESIGN AND ESTIMATION PROCEDURE

1. General —A stratified two-stage sampling design was adopted for rural and urban sectors. Vil-
lages formed the first-stage units in the rural sector and blocks in the urban sector. Households were
the second-stage units in both the sectors. The design was a selt-weighting one for each state and union
territory in the rural areas and for each of the sectors (strata) in the urban areas.

A Rural sector

2. Stratification.—The country was divided into 48 agricultural regions by grouping contiguous
districts of a state having similar crop patterns and population densities during 16th round of NSS. The
same set of regions were utilised in thisround also except for some changes in Gujarat, Rajasthan, Manipur
and Tripura. Strata were formed within each region by grouping contiguous tehsils having similar
population densities and altitudes and having good transport and communication facilities amongst
them such that sum of size measures of the villages was the same for each stratum within a State/Union
Territory. The size of a village was the ratio of its population to the average population of village in the,
population class 0-499 of the State, rounded off to a suitable integer. The number of strata to be formed
in a State was obtained by dividing the number of villages allocated to the state by 24. The total size
measure of a stratum was given by the ratio of the total size for the state to the number ofstrata formed in
the State. Each of the Union Territories of Delhi, Himachal Pradesh, Goa-Daman-Diu, Pondicherry,

Manipur and Tripura formed a separate stratum.

3. Allocation.—The allocation of the total sample size of 8520 villages to the state was based on a
joint consideration of the rural population, area under cereal crops and available investigator strength
The allocation to each State was further modified to ensure a minimum sample size of 360 villages in each
state and about 200 sample villages in the Union Territories of Manipur and Tripura and to make them
multiples 0of 24 tc have 4 sub-samples of 6 villages in each stratum. The allocation to the regions within
each state was proportional to their total size (related to the population) and since the strata were
formed so as to equalise their size content, theallocation to the strata within a state became equal.

4. Selection of villages.—The 1961 census list of villages constituted the sampling frame for the selec-
tion of villages. The tahsils within each stratum were arranged in a serpentine order by considering
geographical contiguity and 4 independent sub-samples of 12 villages each were selected circular
systematically with probability proportional to size (pps), size being rounded off to population as men-
tioned earlier. In each sub-sample the villages with odd orders of selection formed the central sample
and those with even orders formed the state sample. The 12 villages of sub-samples 1 and 3 were by one
investigator and the 12 villages ofsub-samples 2 and 4 by another investigator. The unitofselection was
the 1961 census villages, but the revenue village corresponding to the selected census village was taken to
be the unit of survey. Ifa stratum was too large in area and/or if good transport facilities were not avail-
able between some segments ofit, then the stratum was divided into a convenient number of Investigation
Zones so that the area of each zone was of manageable size and good transport facilities became available
within such zone. Two investigation zones were selected- independently with probability proportional
to their size. From each of the two selected zones, two sub-samples of villages (1 and 3 and 2 and 4)
was selected systematically with probability proportional to size as descr ibed above,

5. Selection of hamlet groups.—In case-of some big sample villages the number of hamlet groups to be
formed was specified. In each such village the investigator was asked to form the specified number of
hamlet groups of approximately equal population content and was again asked to select one of the hamlet

groups with equal probability for the survey.

6. Selection of households.—The hou,sehofds in a sample village/hamlet group were arranged by six
classes on the basis of their means of livelihood and household size. This was done to ensure a proper
representation of their characteristics in the sample to be drawn. A linear systematic sample of household
was drawn to form the combined sample for schedules 10.1, 12 and 16. The interval and random start
for the combined sample was specified in the sample list so as to make the design self-weighting at state
level and so as to ensure about 22 households on the average per village. From this combined sample,
a sub-sample of 2 households on the average was selected linear systematically with interval 11 for the
detailed integrated househlod schedule (schedule 16). The corresponding abridged schedule (schedule
17) was canvassed in households having sampling serial numbers next to those of systematically selected
halfsample of the households selected for schedule 16 (1 household on the average per village).

9. Stratification.—In each state/union territory cities and towns with population 50,000 of more in
the 1961 census formed one stratum (sector 1) and rest of 1961 census towns formed the other stratum
(sector 2). In Maharashtra, 3 strata were formed; Bombay city (sector 0), therest ofsector 1 and sector

10. Allocation—The total sample size of 4596 blocks was allocated to the States/union territories
in proportion to their 1961 census urban population with twice the weight to sector 1. The allocations
were modified to ensure a minimum of 144 sample blocks in each state and rounded oft to the multiples of
24 blocks, except for Himachal Pradesh, Goa, Dzman, Diu and Pondicherry each of which had an alloca-
tion of 12 blocks. In finalising the allocation the available investigator strength and rural work load in
each state were keptin view. Thestate allocation was divided between the sectors within itin proportion
to the number of blocks in them with twice the weight to sector 1 exceptin Delhi and Tripura where the
majority of blocks belonged to sector 1 and hence equal weight was given to both sectors.

11. Selection of blocks.—The size of each block was taken as its estimated population (assupplied in the
UFS frame) rounded off to the next multiple of 1000. In sector 2 the towns were classified by their means
of livelihood pattern as per 1961 census, with three classes namely, (1) agriculture, (2) industry, trade,
transport etc. and (3) others, on the basis of proportion of persons in these classes. Some adjustment in
thesizes of some blocks was made so as to make the interval for selection of blocks an integer. Fromsector
1 and sector 2, the blocks were selected in the form of 4 independent interpenetrating sub-samples cir-
cular systematically with probability proportional to size, the size being as described above using in
sector 2 twice the sampling intervals used for sector 1. .

12. Selection of sub-blocks—For very big blocks, sub-division was allowed to reduce the work-load.
