The semple size for Hadhya Pradesh wes 656 villages =znd 304 blocks.
The number of sample households surveyed was 5811 in rural areas

and 2716 in urban arcas.

15  Survey period and sub-round iormaiion i The field work

for the -survey started in Jzauary, 196% and was completed in
December 1983. The entire survey period of one year was divided
into four sub-round periodg of threec months' duration coinciding
approximstely with the four agricultural secasons. 1he sub=-round
periods were January to March 1983, ~oril to June 1983, July to
September 1983 end October to Decenber 1983. The sample villages
-nd blocks were distributed over the four sub-rounds in s nanner
so as to provide valid estlmates for cach of the sub-round

period separately.

1.7 Salient features of the couceptual frame and data colleetion

procedure :The main objective of the survey was to measure, in

quantitative terms, the.nature and extent of employnent and
unenploynent at lisaggregated levels. To achieve this objective,
the attempt in the survey was to classify the population as
belonging to different activity categories, independently, by
using three different approaches, namely (i) the usual status
approach, (ii) the current weekly, status approach and (iii) the
current daily status approach. Persons distributed according to the
various activity categories were further classified by several
neaningful correlates, such as, sge, SeX, general and technical
education, industry, occupation etc. The different activity

but occassionally hire a few labourers. There is also a third
category who by and large, regularly run their enterprises by
hiring labour. The first two groups of self-employed are called
oin~account workers anu the third, employers.

current status category 21 : Lhe helpers are a category of

working persons who keep themselves engaged in household enter-
prises, working full or part time and do not receive any cash
payment in return for the work performed or any share of the family
carnings from the .enterpyrise. They are household members, a large
number of them being related to the household head. They are depen-
dant members of the household working for the family enterprise and
getting food and shelter like other members of the household. One
may also come across persons in a household who do not receive any
cash remuneration for their work in the household enterprise but
have a share in the family earnings out of such enterprise. Suah
persons are not 'helpers'but tgelf-employed'. On the other hand,

if any member of the houschold works in thée housenolG enterprise
for which he is paid wage/salery, he should be treated as employee.

current status code 31 : Persons working in others' farm or =

non-farm enterprises (both household and non-household) and

Qe Households and population : The 38th round survey (1983) has
estimated the households and population of rural Medhya Pradesh b
7.6 and 41.5 millions respectively. The estimates for urban ladhya

Pradesh are 2.5 million households and 12.2 million persons. woiue
important characteristics of the housgecholds and population are
presented in Tables 1 and 2 respectively.

2.3 Usual status workforce (usually employed) : The usual status work-

force deternined on the basis of a 'major time' ceriterion with reference
to a period of 365 days is considered as persons with more ox less
'stable employment' or as 'usually employed in the principal status'
They are the persons engaged in zainful activities for a 'relatively
longer period' during the reference period of one year. Perscns engaged
in gainful activities for only a relatively minor period during the
year are persons 'usually employed in the subsidiary status'. The
former category of employed is referred to as 'principal status workers'
and the latter category of ecmployed as 'subsidiary status workers'. The
two catcgories together constitute the fotal ususl status work-force.
Percentage of 'workers' or ‘employed'! to total persons is referred to
gs 'work-force participation' rate (4PR). Table 3 gives the estinutes
of usual status work-force of sgc 5 years and above for Madhya Pradesh-
along with the corresponding estimabtes for all-Inida.

is cheracterised by the seasonal fluctuations in the agricultural
‘activitics. Persons usually engaged in 'agriculture'! and 'agriculture
based industries' are likeiy to change the usual pursuits during
the lecan scasons in agriculturc. Some may teuporarily take up work
‘in non-agricultural activitics, some nay remain ﬁnemploﬁcd9 and
some, particularly women, umay even withdraw from labour force. This
pattern may change for an individual from one week to another week
and even from one day to .enother day in 2 week. The estimates
obtained by adopting the current weekly status and current daily
status approaches are cxpected to reflect the overall effect
caused by intermittent changes in the activity ﬁattérn of the
population. The current weekly stetus (CuB) cstinates of 'work-
force' will give the iaumber ofvthe proportion of persons with some
work, on an average in a week and the current daily status(CDS)
estinates will give the number olyproportion of employed person-days
on an average in a day during the survey year.
